Finding families of children born in the 20" Century Using http://www.ancestry.co.uk

Select Births Marriages and Deaths Index on Ancestry Home Page.

Choose Births 1916 — 2005 Transcribed on the next screen.

Enter the Last Name of the father and in the “Other “section enter the Mother’s Maiden Name and press
search.

This lists all children with the father’s surname and mother’s maiden name and from this it is possible to
group families.

It is also possible to use the same method to find births from 1912 to 1934 on http://www.freebmd.org. although
this index is not yet complete.

Do your own research.

Use online services free at the library.

Use microfilm and original documents at the record office.

Visit the LDS Church family history centre at Ewloe.

Use a digital camera instead of paying for copying.

Take advantage of free trial periods and offers for online services.
Before subscribing work out how much it costs to visit record offices.
Look for free online alternatives sites.

Type the name of an ancestor into Google.

Make use of local family history group resources.

Buy last year’s edition of Genealogical software at reduced prices.

Build your family tree for free on sites such as www.geni.com or www.genesreunited.com.
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Burials.

There were a number of children’s hospitals on the Wirral that also took in children from Liverpool.
If the children died when at the hospital, their death would be registered in Wirral.

It is likely that similar conditions applied in other areas of the country.

This situation could also to apply to anyone dying in a hospital that was close to their home but in
another registration district.

The lesson is — Do not dismiss a death just because it is not in the County/Town where your
ancestors were living.
